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* Census yielded 19 nests (ten 1-egg nests, seven 2-egg nests, and one 3-egg 
nest); in addition 3 washed/predated, 1 dropped, 7 washover, and 4 egg shell 
fragments, and a high count of 40 LETE., and 1 dead adult.  During the census, 
we observed evidence that a fox and oppossum had been through the colony, and 
we suspect that some nests had been predated.  First egg laid 06/21/07, first egg 
hatched 07/12/07. They were concentrated at the Northern most section of the 
symbolic fencing.  No tern shelters used, there was ample hiding space for 
chicks in the grass and beach debris.  It’s likely that the colony lost some nests to 
the moon and storm tides the week of the 18th of June, exact numbers are not 
known.  Dusk count 08/02/07 adult LETE 50, fledglings 7.  Another dusk count 
was performed on 08/10/07 and yielded 50 adult LETE and 15 fledglings.  
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
